The Bible tells us how we can trust Jesus Christ as Lord
and Saviour:

“For the wages of
sin is death, but the gift of God is eternal life in Christ
Jesus our Lord.” (Romans 6:23)

BELIEVE: that only God can save you...not because you
are doing the best you can, not because of religious efforts,
but because of what Jesus did for you on the cross. “For by
grace you have been saved through faith, and that not of
yourselves; it is the gift of God, {9} not of works, lest
anyone should boast.” (Ephesians 2:8-9). Yes, believe the
good news that Jesus died in your place (took your
deserved punishment for sin) and now lives to save all who
come to Him. “if you confess with your mouth the Lord
Jesus and believe in your heart that God has raised Him
from the dead, you will be saved.” (Romans 10:9)

COMMIT: Give Jesus the whole control of your life. Live
only for Him. .. "No one, having put his hand to the plow,
and looking back, is fit for the kingdom of God." (Luke
9:62)

DO IT: You receive Jesus by believing on Jesus. Do it now
in prayer. “But as many as received Him, to them He gave
the right to become children of God, to those who believe
in His name:” (John 1:12) Write your name and date
below as an indication that you have done this, then contact
us so that we can help you grow in the Christian life.
