(2 Corinthians 6:14)  "Do not be unequally yoked together with 

unbelievers. For what fellowship has righteousness with lawlessness?

2. Seek a ___________, verses 11-26 
(1 Samuel 10:5)  "".. And it will happen, when you have come there to the city, that you will meet 

a group of prophets coming down from the high place with a stringed instrument, a tambourine, a 

flute, and a harp before them; and they will be prophesying." 

(1 Chronicles 25:1)  "Moreover David .. separated for the service some of the sons of Asaph, of 

Heman, and of Jeduthun, who should prophesy with harps, stringed instruments, and cymbals. ..:" 

(Exodus 32:6)  ".. offered burnt offerings, and brought peace offerings; and the people sat down 

to eat and drink, and rose up to play." 

(Exodus 32:17-19)  "And when Joshua heard the noise of 

the people as they shouted, he said to Moses, "There is a 

noise of war in the camp." {18} But he said: "It is not the 

noise of the shout of victory, Nor the noise of the cry of 

defeat, But the sound of singing I hear." {19} So it was, as 

soon as he came near the camp, that he saw the calf and the 

dancing..
