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process. She chuckled and told me that she wonders sometimes why God 

is so good, especially when we get so cranky and uptight over things like 

misplaced packages. I could only think that God must be up in heaven 

shaking His head and saying, “If you only knew . . . “ 

 

A package in the wrong part of the country at the wrong time of day is a 

small thing compared to other trials we face in life. But it’s comforting to 

know that in every circumstance, in every situation, God is in control. And 

He reminds us that no matter how lofty our goals or how noble our efforts, 

His thoughts and ways are far greater. 

 

Paul summed up God’s work in our lives this way: “Now to Him who is 

able to do immeasurably more than all we ask or imagine, according to 

His power that is at work within us, to Him be glory . . . for ever and 

ever!” (Ephesians 3:20-21). —

Information that would have 

carried a lot of negative 

ramifications. But because of the 

delay, she was able to correct the 

problems and resend the package. 

 

As she and I talked about it, we 

could see God’s hand in the whole 



 Trusting God 
Trusting God’s Control 

 

We can make three comments about God‘s control to enhance our trust in Him: 

1. God _________________ His world,  
(Hebrews 1:1-3)  "God, who at various times and in various 

ways spoke in time past to the fathers by the prophets, {2} has in 

these last days spoken to us by His Son, whom He has appointed 

heir of all things, through whom also He made the worlds;  

{3} who being the brightness of His glory and the express image 

of His person, and upholding all things by the word of His 

power, when He had by Himself purged our sins, sat down at the 

right hand of the Majesty on high," 

(Colossians 1:17)  "And He is before all things, and in Him all 

things consist." 

(Isaiah 40:26)  "Lift up your eyes on high, And see who has 

created these things, Who brings out their host by number; He calls them all by name, By the 

greatness of His might And the strength of His power; Not one is 

missing." 

(Psalms 147:8-9)  "Who covers the heavens with clouds, Who 

prepares rain for the earth, Who makes grass to grow on the 

mountains. {9} He gives to the beast its food, And to the young 

ravens that cry."
