(Psalms 7:11) "God is a just judge, And God is angry with the
wicked every day."

(James 1:13) "Let no one say when he is tempted, "I am
tempted by God'"; for God cannot be tempted by evil, nor does
He Himself tempt anyone."

(1 John 1:5) "... God is light and in Him is no darkness at
all.”

(Psalms 57:10) "For Your mercy reaches unto the heavens, And Your truth unto the clouds.”
(Psalms 89:1) "I will sing of the mercies of the LORD forever; ...."

(Psalms 145:9) "The LORD is good to all, And His tender mercies are over all His works."
